THE BOOK OF HEBREWS
Chapter 2
"How shall we Escape?"

There is a story of a young man who was busy doing his job as a supermarket box boy, loading the
groceries into the cars of customers

Suddenly, his attention was directed to a woman in the parking lot who was struggling with her
groceries.

He noticed that her arms were filled, so he began to walk towards her to see if he could help.

He watched as she put one of her packages up on the roof of the car while she tried to put the
other packages into the car.

Before he could get there, she had opened her car, got in, shut the door and began to drive away.

He began to run after the car because he noticed that the lady had forgotten to take the package
off of the top of the car.

As she began to turn to exit the parking lot, he reached the car.

Just as she made the turn out of the parking lot, the package rolled off of the roof.

The young man reach out towards the falling package and caught it just before it hit the ground.
The woman, now seeing what had happened, quickly stopped the car, jumped out and screamed...
Inside of the package the young man had caught was a new born baby!

There are certain opportunities in our life, that only present themselves to us
ONCE.

= The opportunity for this young man to save this baby from a terrible accident
happened in the moment of a split second decision.

But, for most of us, “If it wasn’t for the last minute, a lot of things would never get done.”

Last week, as we began the Book of Hebrews, we learned some wonderful and
exciting news about Who Jesus is:

= “The One in Genesis chapter One, where it says “In the Beginning God Created
the Heavens and the Earth”.

= We learned that Jesus is the Creator of the Universe, and the One who also “Holds
the entire Universe Together”.

« That Jesus Is the Eternal God Himself, He was not an Angel, or a Created Being,
that Jesus has Always been God,
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= And yet, He Humbled Himself and became a man, like us, so that He could be
qualified to offer His life In Exchange for ours as He was dying on the Cross, paying for
all of our sins.

We also learned that God has spoken to all of us in time past, through the use of
His Prophetic Word.

= Over 3.500 detailed prophecies, in the Bible, with 3,000 of these prophecies
already perfectly fulfilled in every detail.

= God spoke to us regarding Jesus, that He has fulfilled over 300 detailed
prophecies perfectly in every detail.

= We learned that the odds of one person in all of history fulfilling just 48 of these
300 prophecies that Jesus fulfilled, was a number larger that all of the Atoms of
everything in all of the universe.

. The Fulfillment of just 48 of these 300 prophecies, Proved beyond any
mathematical doubt, that Jesus is God, the One that the Bible predicted would

come, give His life for our sins, and provide us the way to be forgiven and have Eternal
Life.

We also learned that “God has Spoken to us through His Creation. “

= He designed by the intricate details of His Creation, the beauty, design and
Order of Creation, that any intelligent person would come to the logical conclusion that

a great Intelligence Created all that exists.

So, this morning, in chapter 2 of Hebrews...

c= Since the Lord has Spoken in times past through Prophecies.
c= Since the Lord has Spoken through His Creation.
e Since the Lord has Spoken to us in these last days by His own Son, Jesus...

Hebrews 2
1 Therefore we must give the more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we
drift away.

Like the young man who had to give his most earnest heed to the things he saw when
that lady was driving away with a package still on the top of the car...

< We also this morning, must give our most earnest heed to what we have heard about
who Jesus really is, lest we loose this opportunity...
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What if that young man had never followed his heart, by following after that car as he
saw it driving away?

Did you know that there is a very real danger that if you hear about Jesus today,
and you reject Him as Lord and Savior of your life, that you may never have an
opportunity again?

Revelation 20:11-12

11 Then I saw a great white throne and Him who sat on it, from whose face the earth and the
heaven fled away. And there was found no place for them.

12 And I saw the dead, small and great, standing before God, and books were opened.
And another book was opened, which is the Book of Life. And the dead were judged according to
their works, by the things which were written in the books.

We have been discussing this “Great White Throne” of Revelation chapter 20 during our
Sunday Evening Study of the Book of Revelation.

< The people that appear here at this “Great White Throne Judgment” before God,
are those that have heard about Jesus, that His sacrifice on the Cross paid for all of
their sins, that all they have to do is accept by faith Jesus sacrifice, and they would be
saved, YET THEY REJECTED JESUS AND THE OPPORTUNITY THAT WAS PRESENTED
TO THEM.

There is an Arab Proverb that says:
“There are 4 things that do not come back: A fast Arrow, The Spoken Word, Time that is past
and a neglected Opportunity”

Verse 1 of our study in Hebrews chapter 2 says:
Hebrews 2

1 Therefore we must give the more earnest heed to the things we have heard, lest we drift
away.

= In times past, God had spoken to the people of this earth, by Prophecy, and through
Creation, but this morning, God is speaking to us through His Son Jesus.
What did Jesus declare to all of us?

John 14:6
Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except

through Me.

John 3:3
... “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

c~ This one that was declared to us, and proven to us through the Prophetic Word, the
One that made everything that exists, Jesus said that ONLY HE HAS THE
AUTHORITY TO FORGIVE YOUR SINS AND GIVE YOU ETERNAL LIFE.
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= Jesus proved that ONLY HE has this authority by Raising Himself From the
Dead, the BEST DOCUMENTED EVENT IN ALL HUMAN HISTORY.

= This same Jesus this morning has called each one of us to make a decision, “Is
Jesus Lord of All, and My Savior, or is He Not”.

Verse 1 of our study this morning in Hebrews 2 says:

= “Be careful, God is offering you the opportunity of being forgiven, Having Eternal
Life, Not having to appear before this “Great White Throne Judgment” we just looked at
THAT IS GOING TO HAPPEN TO EVERYONE WHO REJECTS JESUS SACRIFICE.

= “We Must give Heed to what we have heard, lest this opportunity drift away and
we never again have this opportunity”

= To Give Heed to something, by definition is “To give serious attention to a
warning or advice and take this advice into account when acting...”

2 For if the word spoken through angels proved steadfast, and every transgression and
disobedience received a just reward,

3 how shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation, which at the first began to be spoken by
the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him,

In times past, in the Old Testament, Angels spoke to men messages from God.

= What these men did with the information the Angels provided for them, determined
whether they were saved or destroyed.

Genesis 19:1-24
1 Now the two angels came to Sodom in the evening, and Lot was sitting in the gate of Sodom.
When Lot saw them, he rose to meet them, and he bowed himself with his face toward the ground.

12 Then the Angels said to Lot, “Have you anyone else here? Son-in-law, your sons, your

daughters, and whomever you have in the city—take them out of this place!

13 For we will destroy this place, because the outcry against them has grown great
before the face of the LORD, and the LORD has sent us to destroy it.”

14 So Lot went out and spoke to his sons-in-law, who had married his daughters, and said, “Get
up, get out of this place; for the LORD will destroy this city!” But to his sons-in-law he
seemed to be joking.

15 When the morning dawned, the angels urged Lot to hurry, saying, “Arise, take your

wife and your two daughters who are here, lest you be consumed in the punishment

of the city.”
16 And while he lingered, the men took hold of his hand, his wife’s hand, and the hands of his two

daughters, the LORD being merciful to him, and they brought him out and set him outside
the city.

17 So it came to pass, when The Angels had brought them outside, that he said, “Escape for your
life! Do not look behind you nor stay anywhere in the plain. Escape to the mountains, lest you be
destroyed.”

24 Then the LORD rained brimstone and fire on Sodom and Gomorrah, from the
LORD out of the heavens.
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Angels spoke the Word of God also to:

Hagar, Genesis 16
Abraham, Genesis 22
Jacob, Genesis 31
Moses, Exodus 3
Daniel, Daniel 9:

bt bEbE

In Daniel chapter 9, the Angel Told Daniel the exact day that Jesus would come
riding into Jerusalem and be announced as the “Messiah”.

= So, the question put to us this morning for our consideration is this: “If the Word
of God spoken in the Old Testament, delivered by Angels, proved to be true,
Such as the Angel that went to Sodom, Abraham, or Daniel, How much
more so will the Word of God be true that Jesus delivered to us
Personally?”

Now if you have the kind of mind that | have, you might be wondering: “What is the
difference between the Revelation of these Angels here that we are teaching this
morning, and the revelations given by other angels in other religions?”

= In the Mormon church for example, the angel moroni is said to have given
revelation to Joseph Smith, that becomes the entire basis for the Mormon religion.

= Is the doctrine spoken by the angel moroni reliable?

= Here is a very important point in anything that is revealed by an angel or anyone
else.

How does it line up with the Bible?

< The way that you can tell if a doctrine that is claimed to be revealed FROM AN
ANGEL OR A ANYONE ELSE is “Does it agree with what the Word of God
already has had to say on that particular subject?”

c Ifitis in conflict with the Bible, which one is wrong?

You see, we know that the Bible has been proven to be “The Word of God”

< We know The bible is True, 100% accurate, and completely reliable, so the Bible
is our “Measuring Stick” for everything else that comes along.

= The Lord has given us a wonderful way to verify anything that someone says or
writes, whether or not it is true.

= Ifit agrees with Scripture, then it is true, if it is in conflict with Scripture, it is
a lie.

Just because someone claims that their revelation is from “An Angel” does not
mean that it is true
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Galatians 1:8
But even if we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel to you than what we
have preached to you, let him be accursed. (Gr. “Anathema”, Assigned to hell)

The reason that revelation from an angel is not necessarily reliable is because even the
fallen angels such as satan can transform themselves into “An Angel of Light”

2 Corinthians 11:13-14
13 For such are false apostles, deceitful workers, transforming themselves into apostles of Christ.

14 And no wonder! For Satan himself transforms himself into an angel of light.

c Satan or one of his angels can appear before you in brilliant light, looking like an
angel from heaven, telling you all kinds of wonderful things.

= Satan is not a horribly disfigured, demonic looking beast, satan was “Perfect in
Beauty” from the day he was created.

Ezekiel 28:12
... “Thus says the Lord GOD: ‘You (Lucifer) were the seal of perfection, Full of wisdom and perfect
in beauty.

If satan were to appear before you today, he would do so as “An Angel of Light, in
perfect beauty”. This is why we don’t rely on the APPEARANCE of something, we test it...

= We are not to just accept anything that someone says, just because they are in a
position of Spiritual Authority, we are to test everything that is said.

1 Thessalonians 5:21
Test all things; hold fast what is good.

Acts 17:11
These were more fair-minded (Open Minded) than those in Thessalonica, in that they received the

word with all readiness, and searched the Scriptures daily to find out whether these
things were so.

So, Hebrews Chapter 2, veses 2 and 3 asks the question to us this morning:

2 For if the word spoken through angels proved steadfast, and every transgression and
disobedience received a just reward,

3 how shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation, which at the first began to be spoken by
the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him,

In other words, The argument that Hebrews chapter 2 is putting before us this morning
is this:

“Since every warning that was given to men by Angels in the Old Testament came
to pass 100 percent of the time, exactly like they said that it would...”

- How much more so, will God do exactly what He said that He would do, as “He
has spoken to us by His Son Jesus in these last days”?

= Surely if God always did what He said what He would do through Angels in the Old
Testament, then he will surely do exactly what Jesus said to us.

What did Jesus say to us?

John 14:6
Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except

through Me.

John 3:3
... “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

John 8:24
Jesus Said: Therefore I said to you that you will die in your sins; for if you do not believe

that I am He, you will die in your sins.

John 8:28
Then Jesus said to them, “When you lift up the Son of Man (On The Cross), then you will know
that I am He... (The Resurrection is to be the proof Jesus is Lord of the Universe)

John 8:51
Most assuredly, I say to you, if anyone keeps My word (Receives Me as Lord and Savior) he shall
never see death.” (The Second Death, Eternal Death at the Great White Throne Judgment)

“Since every warning that was given to men by Angels in the Old Testament came
to pass 100 percent of the time, exactly like they said that it would...”

3 how shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation, which at the first began to be
spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him,

= If Every word that Angels spoke in the Old Testament, regarding judgment came
to pass exactly as they said that it would.

« Since Jesus has come, and told us that Only He has the Power to forgive our sins,
and give us Eternal life.

“How can we escape Judgment for our sins, if we neglect to accept Jesus Sacrifice
for us...?”

The Answer: “We Cannot Escape”

Hebrews 10:28-31
28 Anyone who has rejected Moses’ law dies without mercy on the testimony of two or
three witnesses.

29 Of how much worse punishment, do you suppose, will he be thought worthy who
has trampled the Son of God underfoot, counted the blood of the covenant by which

he was sanctified a common thing, and insulted the Spirit of grace?

30 For we know Him who said, “Vengeance is Mine, I will repay,” says the Lord. And again, “The
LORD will judge His people.”

31 Itis a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God

The Message of Chapter 2 of Hebrews is that God has spoken to us of the Only way that
He will accept us into heaven, “By Jesus Sacrifice on the Cross”

4 God also bearing witness both with signs and wonders, with various miracles, and gifts
of the Holy Spirit, according to His own will?
5 For He has not put the world to come, of which we speak, in subjection to angels.

In case you haven’t noticed yet, the Book of Hebrews is about the overwhelming amount
of evidence that there is to prove Jesus is Lord of the Universe, and the only One
gualified to be Savior of the World.

Verses 4 and 5 here, describe a few more of the “Witnesses” that the Lord provided
for you and I, so that we could know beyond any doubt that ONLY “Jesus is Lord”.

“Signs and Wonders”
“Various Miracles.”
“Gifts of the Holy Spirit.”

1. Jesus has power over Nature. Turned water into Wine, Calmed a mighty storm on
the sea of Galilee, Walked across the surface of the water on Galilee. (John 2:1-11, Mark
4:35-41, 6:47-50)

2. Jesus has power over the Demonic World. Commanded a demon to come out of
a possessed person. Demons begged Him not to send them to the “Abusso”. (Mark 1:23-
27, Mark 5:1-13, Matthew 12:22-23)

3. Jesus has power of the natural order of the world. Jesus took 5 loaves of bread
and just 2 fish and fed 5,000 Men (Gr. “Andres”, not people, males) 5,000 does
not include women and children, total probably over 10,000 (Mark 6:37-44)

4. Jesus has power over every sickness and Disease. Jesus heals the mother of
Peters wife, Restored sight to the blind, Healed the Paralyzed, healed “Every Sickness”
(Matthew 9:35. Matthew 9:27-31)

5. Jesus has power over even Death. Raising Jairus daughter from the dead, the
widows sons from the dead, Lazarus from the dead. (Mark 5:22-24, 35-43, Luke 7:11-17. John
11:34-46)

Jesus gave the Apostles the ability to perform Miracles, Signs and Wonders, as Proof to
the people that they had Jesus authority. Remember that the Bible was not complete at
this time, so Jesus gives the Apostles Power to perform miracles to “Back up their claims
that Jesus is Lord and Savior”

5 For He has not put the world to come, of which we speak, in subjection to angels.
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The Lord has been following a very well thought out, planned course for this
Universe.

- His ultimate plan is to display to the Angels and the Universe that satans claim that
God is not fair and Righteous, is a false claim.

= That By the God of the Universe HUMBLING HIMSELF, TAKING THE BODY OF A
MAN, DYING AN UNIMAGINABLE HORRIBLE DEATH TO PAY FOR MANS SIN, THEN
RAISING HIMSELF FROM THE DEAD, finally bringing all creation in the Universe
under Jesus authority.

= When God’s plan is completed very soon now, all the Angels, all of Creation will
know without a doubt that God is LOVING, FAIR, RIGHTEOUS JUST AND HOLY

1 Peter 1:12
... to you through those who have preached the gospel to you by the Holy Spirit sent from
heaven—things which angels desire to look into.

6 But one testified in a certain place, saying:
“What is man that You are mindful of him,
Or the son of man that You take care of him?

7 You have made him a little lower than the angels;
You have crowned him with glory and honor,
And set him over the works of Your hands.

Verse 6 and 7 are a quote from Psalm 8

Psalms 8:4-6
4 What is man that You are mindful of him, And the son of man that You visit him?

5 For You have made him a little lower than the angels, And You have crowned him with glory and
honor.

6 You have made him to have dominion over the works of Your hands; You have put all things
under his feet,

What is interesting to us here this morning, is that this verse in Psalm 8 appears to
be written to man, not to Jesus.

= “What is man that you consider him”

= “You have made man a little lower than the Angels”

= Yet as we read Hebrews chapter 2, The Holy Spirit is applying Psalm 8 to Jesus!

= As Jesus, being God forever, Humbled Himself, became a human being through
birth as a baby, and was Obedient all the way to die for us.

Philippians 2:5-11
5 Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus,
6 who, being in the form of God, did not consider it something we could understand that

Jesus is equal with God,
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7 but made Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a bondservant, and coming in
the likeness of men.

8 And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to
the point of death, even the death of the cross.

9 Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above
every name,

10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on
earth, and of those under the earth,

11 and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the
Father.

There is coming very soon, a moment when The God of the Universe will require that Every knee
in the Universe Bow to Jesus and Confess with their Mouth that Jesus is Lord and Savior of the
Universe.

= This morning, you have to opportunity to Bow before Jesus as Lord and Savior,

of your own free will.

< Having found out how much He has loved you, allowed Himself to be beaten
beyond recognition as a human being (Isaiah 52), Hung on a Cross to pay for the
SINS WE HAVE COMMITTED.

= Having fallen in Love with Jesus, it is very easy to BOW YOUR KNEE TO HIM

AND CONFESS HIM AS LORD AND SAVIOR.

So, this morning, we can bow our knee and confess with our mouth willingly,

But there is a time coming when everyone in the Universe will be forced to

do so.

Philippians 2:10-11

10 that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on
earth, and of those under the earth,

11 and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the
Father

Matthew 21:44 Jesus Said:
And whoever falls on this stone (Jesus) will be broken; but on whomever it falls, it will grind
him to powder.”

It is your choice this morning:

1. Fall on Jesus, the results of which will be that He will Break you, everything that
has held you in bondage. Every selfish and self serving thing, your will, your heart,
your life, will be broken.

2, Have Jesus Fall on You. His judgment falling on your failure to accept his
sacrifice as payment for your sins, now you must personally stand before God to
account for your sins yourself. A moment also When this verse here in Philippians 2:10
will come true. You will be forced to Bow your knee to Jesus.
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8 You have put all things in subjection under Jesus feet.” For in that He put all in
subjection under him, He left nothing that is not put under him. But now we do not yet see all
things put under him.

9 But we see Jesus, who was made a little lower than the angels, for the suffering of death
crowned with glory and honor, that He, by the grace of God, might taste death for everyone.

In other words, “Right now we do not see everything having been put under Jesus
authority”

= If you look at the world Today with all of the hurt, pain tragedy, sickness and
death, we can see that this world has not yet been put under Jesus authority.

= The World today is in total and complete rebellion to Jesus Authority, they hate Him,
and they would kill Jesus a million times over and over again if they had the
opportunity.

But...there is coming very soon, when all things will be put under Jesus authority...

Revelation 19:11-15

11 Now I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse. And He (Jesus) who sat on him was
called Faithful and True, and in righteousness He judges and makes war.

12 His eyes were like a flame of fire, and on His head were many crowns. He had a name written
that no one knew except Himself.

13 He was clothed with a robe dipped in blood, and His name is called The Word of God.

14 And the armies in heaven, clothed in fine linen, white and clean, followed Him on
white horses. (This is Us)

15 Now out of His mouth goes a sharp sword, that with it He should strike the nations. And
He Himself will rule them with a rod of iron. He Himself treads the winepress of the
fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.

Jesus said that when He comes again to Reign over this earth, those who have
Fallen on Him Now and have been broken...

Revelation 2:26
And he who overcomes, and keeps My works until the end, to him I will give power over the
nations—

Revelation 1:6
and has made us kings and priests to His God and Father, to Him be glory and dominion
forever and ever. Amen.

Jesus will commit to you, Judgment of the World and the Fallen Angels!

1 Corinthians 6:2-3

2 Do you not know that the saints will judge the world? And if the world will be judged by you, are
you unworthy to judge the smallest matters?

3 Do you not know that we shall judge angels? How much more, things that pertain to this life?
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10 For it was fitting for Him, for whom are all things and by whom are all things, in bringing
many sons to glory, to make the captain of their salvation perfect through sufferings.

Notice how we will be fully sanctified for Jesus, How we are made more and more
like Jesus.

= “Through Sufferings”
= This is exactly the same way that Jesus had to learn obedience as He had
humbled Himself and become a man...

Hebrews 5:8
though Jesus was a Son, yet He learned obedience by the things which He suffered.

11 For both He who sanctifies and those who are being sanctified are all of one, for
which reason He is not ashamed to call them brethren,
12 saying:
“I will declare Your name to My brethren;
In the midst of the assembly I will sing praise to You.”
13 And again:
“I will put My trust in Him.” And again:
“Here am I and the children whom God has given Me.”

Both Jesus and all of us are Fully Sanctified, that is Fully become Like Jesus is Right
now, only by the things we suffer through.

14 Inasmuch then as the children have partaken of flesh and blood, He Himself likewise shared in
the same, that through death He might destroy him who had the power of death, that
is, the devil,

15 and release those who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to bondage.

How many of you would be honest and say: “lI Have some fear at the thought of the
moment of my own death”

It is estimated that each year, world wide, 52 million people die.

= That is 1.6 people every second over every hour of every day. (Death Statistics source:
Deaths Final data for 1998 centers for Disease Control report July 24, sooo volume 48, number 11.
http: //www.cdc.gov)

Verses 15 and 16 here of Hebrews 2, remind us that we are not going to be here
on the earth forever.

c Right now, at this moment, every person here IS DYING.

= We are each just in a different stage of dying.

= We don’t like to be reminded of death, because of verse 15, “..Through the fear
of death all our lifetime are subject to bondage”
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= In other words, Whenever we think of death, it causes such fear and dread, it puts us
under the bondage of fear.

This is why Jesus came.

= So that you would know and understand today, that for the one who has trusted
in Jesus Sacrifice on the Cross, Death is not the end.

= Jesus sacrifice on the Cross completely eliminates the sins of those who trust in it,
as if that person had never sinned in all eternity!

= So, there is no Judgment for their sins awaiting the person who has given their life
to Jesus.

= So, there is very little fear or dread of death for the one who had believed in
Jesus and is living for Him.

For the persons without this hope in their heart and the assurance that if they die,,
they will go to heaven, Death is Terrifying!

Bottom line: YOUR GOING TO DIE...SOON!

Aren’t you came to church this morning! What an upbeat and encouraging study we are
having this morning!

You see, These are not fun and wonderful topics that we like to discuss...why is
that?

Hebrews 2
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15 and release those who through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to
bondage.

= If we are here this morning and we have not settled the issue of our eternal
life, then the discussion of Death and Dying is a very uncomfortable experience for us.

c But if you are here this morning and you have done what Jesus said: Prayed and
asked Him to forgive your sins, and to come and live in your heart, then the issue of
your judgment and your sins, Death and Dying are all settled.

17 Therefore, in all things He had to be made like His brethren, that He might be a
merciful and faithful High Priest in things pertaining to God, to make propitiation for the sins of
the people.

18 For in that He Himself has suffered, being tempted, He is able to aid those who are
tempted.

Jesus is ready to “Aid you this morning”

- Jesus has already paid the price for your sins, all you have to do is accept from
Him His forgiveness.

= Jesus did not die for Angels, when Lucifer and 1/3 of the angels in heaven fell,

there was no plan of salvation for them.

Jesus Died only for you, and for me.

Therefore, verse 17 declares, Jesus went through everything you will go through in

your life.

= So, Jesus understands you and your life, He therefore can be “A Merciful and
Faithful High Priest For you”.

= Jesus is the One that is there before the Father this morning, ans your spokesman,
pleading before the Father that He has paid for your sins.

= There is no Charge that can be laid against you this morning, IF YOU ARE IN JESUS
THIS MORNING?
